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CONSTRUCTION

The chalet is connected to the commune's
wastewater treatment facilities and has remote-read
electricity meters.

It also benefits from its own water source, while being
connected to the communal network, allowing
autonomous use without the need for a permanent
connection.

The first floor windows are double-glazed, and the
shingles have recently been redone, contributing to
the building's overall good condition.

Heating is provided mainly by wood, thanks to a
furnace located between the dining room and living
room, complemented by a stove upstairs. A few
electric radiators provide additional heating in the
bedrooms and shower room.
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The kitchen is equipped with an oven, a ceramic hob,
a dishwasher as well as an American refrigerator,
offering complete equipment for vacation stays.
